Join the Manitwo 

Flyers RC Air Club.  Yearly  membership is $50.  In order to fly at our field after the first 

flight you must be a member of the Academy of  Model Aeronautics.  This group helps pro-

tect and promote the interest of RC in the United states.  Membership is $58 per year for 

adults.  Children under 18 are only $1.  Join the club and we will help you to  master turns 

and level flight.  You will be able to chose a setting and holding headings, before 

long you will be mastering takeoffs and landings.  

Model Selection  
There are many types of models available and many types of flyers.  There is something to 

interest everyone.  In our club we have people flying gliders, electrics of all types, combat, or 

sport planes or even some helicopter pilots and jet jockeys.  We have the people necessary to 

train you in many aspects of the hobby.  We can help you choose what to buy when starting 

BIY (build it yourself) or an ARF (almost ready to fly).  We can advise on the best starter kit 

and we will be there as you progress in your skills. We are never short on advice.  

Radio Selection  
The Radio ñ  Futaba, JR ,  72Mhz or 2.4Ghz.   Our club will help you make that important 

decision.   Four, six or more channels.  Basic 4 channel  or fancy 10 channel computer radios.  

We have club members that can help you pick what is best for your style of flying.  One thing 

you may want to look for when buying your first radio is "buddy box" capability. The "buddy 

box" is where two radio transmitters are connected together through a cable, the instructor 

holding one and the student holding the other.  Manitwo Flyers Instructors currently have  

Futaba  with new and old style connectors, and JR  buddy boxes . available. 

Engine Selection  
Gas Powered, glow fuel powered, electric motors, four cycle or two cycles.  There are many 

types of engines or electric motors available and the Manitwo Flyers can help explain them all 

to you.  For straight simplicity, ease of maintenance, overall performance and lower cost, we 

recommend that the beginner start with a two -cycle engine for their first model . Choose an 

engine that is in the upper range of the power range for your model.  You can always throttle 

back but youõll have that extra power when you need it to get out of that spot of trouble or 

for when you want to start hot dogging and burning holes in the sky.  A reliable engine is a 

must for starting.  We can guide your purchase to make sure that you get something that will 

work well and last for many years.  We can help you pick the engine and all the accessories 

needed to get started.  Do you need hot plugs or cold plugs, 7 cell packs or 10 cell packs, fixed 

pitch or variable pitch.  Synthetic fuel or castor oil based fuel.  We will help.
